CRIMINAL JUSTICE RECORDS SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS GRANT 

WHEREAS, the Police Department has a critical need for an automated system to improve its records 
management capabilities and to serve as a platform for establishing criminal justice data 
sharing links and adding other important records-related modules; and 

WHEREAS, the Virginia Department of Criminal Justice Services (DCJS) has awarded the Police 
Department a $134,900 grant ($101,175 DCJS funds and $33,725 matching funds) to 
acquire a records management system that will fulfill these purposes; and 

WHEREAS, the local matching funds of $33,725 are available in Capital Contingency. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors of James City County, Virginia, 
hereby authorizes the acceptance of the Department of Criminal Justice grant and the 
following amendments to the County's Capital Budget:
