WHEREAS, Section 29-1 of the Regulations Goveaning Utility Servi ces alows the JCSA toremburse a
developer for ircreasing the size o utility infrastructure ove what is needed for the
devel gpment.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Directors of the James City Service Authority,
James City County, Virginia, hereby agreesto reimburse the James City County (Division of
Parks and Recreation) $39,812 for increasing the size of a waterlinein the District Park
Sports Camplex.

Mr. Foster recommended the Board appr ove the resolution authorizing the General Manager to sdll
each of the sixteen par celsto the highest bidder, contingent upon the sale price being at least 90 percent of the
market value, and preferencegiven: 1) to neighboring property owners; or, 2) to the highest bidder or existing
contract purchase in thecase of buildablelots.

SUBJECT: Award of Bid - W-1 Well Facility Improvements (Bid No. 01-B-0015)

The James City Service Authority (JCSA) has publicly advertised for competitive bid the plans and
specifications to upgrade and improve a well facility (W-1) located adjacent to Owens Brockway in the
Hankins Industrial Parkin Taano. Theimprovements generallyind ude the modifi cati ons necessary to convert
the wedll fecility to a water production facility that blends water from the Chickahominy Piney Point and
Potomac Aquifers. Thewell has previoudy only produced water fromthe Chickahominy Piney Point Aquifer.
The production capadty will inareasefrom 350 to 1,050 gall ons per minute withaut i ncreasing the withdrawal
from the Chickahominy Piney Point Aquifer, thesmaller and morevulnerableaquife. The W-1Well Facility
improvements are the last magjor water production increases provided for under the JCSA's current
Groundwater Withdrawal Permit issued by the Department of Environmental Quadlity.

Two firms submitted bids on the project as fdlows:

Firm Bid
T. A. Sheats Inc. $872,000
Qualicon Corporation $892,000

T. A. Sheds, Inc., has performed similar type work for the JCSA before and has therefore been determined a
quaified bidder capable of performing the requi red construction. There are funds in the budget to cover the
costs of the project and the bid is within the engineer’ s $950,000 estimate.

Staff recommerds the Board appr ove the attached resolution awarding the W-1 Well Facility Improvements
bid (Bid Numbe 01-B-0015) improvementsto T. A. Sheds, Inc., in the amaount of $872,000.
