REPORTS OF THE COMMISSION

Mr. Jack Haldeman stated that the Development Review Committee (DRC) met on January
20, 2021, to review C-20-0129, Stonehouse Land Bay 5 to determine general consistency
with Zoning Ordinance requirements, the adopted Master Plan, adopted Proffers and other
applicable County policies as required in the Proffers associated with Case No. Z-19-0010.

Mr. Haldeman stated that the proposal is for new construction of 116 single-family detached
units and 64 single-family attached units, for a total of 180 units on Land Bay 5 within the
Stonehouse development.

Mr. Haldeman stated that the DRC found that the conceptual plan provides sufficient detail
pursuant Proffer requirements, including the lot layout, proposed unit amount and site acreage,
road and sidewalk locations, amenity areas, trails and pedestrian paths, common and natural
open space, proposed clearing and grading, and archaeological or natural resource
preservation areas.

Mr. Haldeman stated that the DRC voted unanimously to find the conceptual plan to be
generally consistent with the Zoning Ordinance, adopted Master Plan, adopted Proffers, and
other applicable County policies.

Mr. Frank Polster stated that the Policy Committee met on January 14, 2021, to review
ORD-20-0017, Consideration of Amendments to the Zoning Ordinance to Consider
Contractors’ Offices and Storage in Planned Unit Development District - Commercial (PUD-
O).

Mr. Polster stated at its November 10, 2020 meeting, the Board of Supervisors adopted an
Initiating Resolution to consider the addition of contractor offices and storage as a use in the
PUD-C District. Mr. Polster stated that the Board requested that staff evaluate the outdoor
operation element to ensure minimal visual impacts in the District.

The Committee discussed the Phase II Ordinance language which added a new section to set
forth performance standards for contractor offices, shops, and warehouses in PUD-C District.
Mr. Polster stated that the Committee voted unanimously to forward the draft Ordinance to
the full Planning Commission for consideration.

ORD-20-0017. Consideration of Amendments to the Zoning Ordinance to Consider
Contractors’ Offices and Storage in Planned Unit Development District - Commercial

A motion to Approve was made by Jack Haldeman, the motion result was Passed.

Ms. Christy Parrish, Zoning Administrator, stated that at its November 10, 2020 meeting, the
Board of Supervisors adopted an Initiating Resolution to consider the addition of contractor
offices and storage as a use in the PUD-C District. Ms. Parrish stated that prior to approval of
the resolution, the Board encouraged staff to evaluate the outdoor operation element of the use
to ensure minimal visual impacts in the district.

Ms. Parrish stated that there are currently three areas zoned PUD-C in James City County.
Ms. Parrish stated that these areas include: Stonehouse, Villages at Candle Station, and a
portion of Zion Baptist Church at 6373 Richmond Road. Ms. Parrish stated that uses in the
PUD district are divided into two sub-categories; those allowed in residential areas (PUD-R),
and those allowed in commercial areas (PUD-C). Ms. Parrish further stated that currently, a
contractor office and storage is not listed as either a permitted or specially permitted use in the
PUD District.

Ms. Parrish stated that PUD-C mainly consists of business and light industrial type uses with
minimal outside elements. Ms. Parrish noted that permitted manufacturing and processing and
assembly operations must be conducted in a fully enclosed building with no dust, noise, order,
or other objectionable effect.

Ms. Parrish stated that “contractor office” is not defined in the Zoning Ordinance. Ms. Parrish
further stated that types of contractors may include, but are not limited to, builders, plumbers,
electricians, HVAC contractors, mechanical contractors, landscapers, septic and well
companies, repair and service contractors, etc.

M. Parrish stated that common accessory uses associated with contractor offices may include
storage areas for materials and supplies, areas for company vehicles and oversized vehicles,
equipment, noncommercial fuel tanks, etc. Ms. Parrish stated that at its December 10, 2020
and January 14, 2021 meetings, the Policy Committee discussed adding contractor offices and
storage as a use to the PUD-C District. Ms. Parrish stated that the Committee agreed to
permit the use by-right with the addition of performance standards to address the concerns
with the outdoor operation element of the use such as parking of oversized vehicles and
equipment, visual screening, noise, and proximity to residential areas and roadways.

Ms. Parrish stated that the draft performance standards include:
Contractor offices, shops, and warehouses uses specified in Section 24-493(b) shall be
located in areas designated on a master plan as light industrial and shall meet the
following performance standards:
a) All materials and equipment shall be stored in a fully enclosed building; and
b) All operations shall be conducted so that the effects of noise, dust, light, or
odor shall not extend beyond the limits of the area designated on a master plan as

light industrial; and

c) Oversized vehicles shall be parked behind a building or fully screened with
landscaping from adjacent roadways.
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Contractor offices, shops, and warechouses uses that do not meet the above
performance standards must obtain a Special Use Permit from the Board of
Supervisors in accordance with Section 24-9 of this chapter.

Ms. Parrish stated that at its January 14, 2021 meeting, the Policy Committee reviewed the
draft Ordinance language and voted 4-0 to move the amendment forward for review by the
Planning Commission.

Ms. Parrish stated that staff recommends the Planning Commission recommend approval of
the attached Ordinance revisions to the Board of Supervisors.

Mr. Krapf opened the Public Hearing.
As no one wished to speak, Mr. Krapf closed the Public Hearing.
Mr. Haldeman made a motion to recommend approval of the Ordinance amendments.

Ms. Julia Leverenz stated that she had discussed a small error in the Ordinance with Ms.
Parrish.

Ms. Leverenz recommended that the motion be to recommend approval of the Ordinance as
amended. Ms. Parrish stated that she would ensure that the correct version of the Ordinance
would be forwarded to the Board of Supervisors.

Mr. Haldeman revised the motion to recommend approval of the Ordinance as amended.

On a roll call vote, the Commission voted to recommend approval of ORD-20-0017.
Consideration of Amendments to the Zoning Ordinance to Consider Contractors’ Offices and
Storage in Planned Unit Development District — Commercial, as amended. (7-0)

The subdivision would consist of seven new single-family homes and the existing farm
property which has an existing single family home on it. The property is split by a separately
owned property located at 1271 Stewarts Road. The norther portion of the property is
currently within the Barnes Swamp AFD.

As a part of this conceptual plan application, the applicant has requested a subdivision
exception for the requirement of a shared driveway for three or more undeveloped parcels
(required per Section 19-18 of the subdivision ordinance).

On February 17, 2021, by a vote of 4-0, the DRC recommended that the Planning
Commission approve the exception request to not connect the northern and southern
portion of the property with a shared driveway. The DRC further recommended that the
Planning Commission approve exceptions to Section 19-73 of the Subdivision Ordinance
by permitting a shared driveway between Lots 1 and 2; another shared driveway between
Lots 3 and 4; and an individual driveway for Lot 5.

The DRC recommendation of approval included the two conditions listed in the staff report
and also with the condition that any future subdivision of Lot 6 be reviewed by the DRC as

well.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

This rezoning proposal includes the following:

Two parcels for a total of approximately 2.44 acres from B-1,
General Business with  proffers to M-I, Limited
Business/Industrial with proffers.

The proposal is for the construction of a two-story, 10,000 +
-square-foot building for a company that assembles metal parts to
fabricate fuel injectors for high performance engines, such as
those found on race cars.

This staff report is prepared by the James City County Planning Division to provide information to the Planning Commission and Board of
Supervisors to assist them in making a recommendation on this application. It may be useful to members of the general public interested in this

application.
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REZONING Z-20-0006. 8189 and 8193 Richmond Road

Staff Report for the March 3, 2021, Planning Commission Public Hearing

This use is classified in the Zoning Ordinance as the
manufacturing, compounding, assembly, or treatment of products
made from previously prepared paper, plastic, metal, textiles,
tobacco, wood, paint, fiber, glass, rubber, leather, cellophane, felt,
fur, horn, wax, hair, yarn, and stone. This use is not permitted
within the B-1 Zoning District, but is a permitted use within the
M-1 Zoning District.

According to the applicant, the company currently has four full-
time employees (which includes the owners) and one part-time
employee.

With the proposed proffers, staff finds the proposed use is not
expected to have any impacts on adjoining property or the
surrounding area with regards to outdoor dust, odor, or noise. The
entire operation will be conducted entirely indoors. During a site
visit to their existing operation, staff did not notice any evidence
of outdoor dust, odors, or noise while the business was in
operation.

THESE PROFFERS are made this  day of February, 2021, by ROB THE BUILDER,
INC., a Virginia corporation (together with its successors in title and assigns, the “Owner”), to be
indexed as the Grantor, and the COUNTY OF JAMES CITY, VIRGINIA, (the “County”), to be
indexed as the Grantee.

RECITALS

The Owner owns two parcels of land in James City County, Virginia, located at 8189 Richmond
Road and 8193 Richmond Road, and further identified as James City County Tax Map Parcel Nos.
1240100009B and 1240100009C, respectively, further described on Exhibit A (together, the
“Property”).

The Owner has applied to rezone the Property from B-1, with proffers, to M-1, Limited
Business/Industrial, with proffers. These proffers will replace any proffers previously recorded
for the Property.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the approval of the requested rezoning, and
pursuant to Section 15.2-2303 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, and the County Zoning
Ordinance, the Owner agrees that it shall meet and comply with all of the following conditions in
developing the Property. If the requested rezoning is not granted by the County, these proffers
shall be null and void.

CONDITIONS

1. Master Plan. The use and layout of the Property shall be generally located as shown on the
document entitled “Conceptual Site Plan 8189 Richmond Road Parcel B1 and B2” and date
stamped December 12, 2020.

2. Architectural Review. All building elevations, colors, and future expansions shall be generally
consistent with the building elevations submitted, as shown on the document entitled “Building
Elevations” and date stamped February 23, 2021 and shall be submitted to the Director of Planning
for review and approval prior to any site plan approval. The goal of this proffer is to ensure
consistency with the adjacent Toano Business Center Property.

3. Limited Access. There shall be no direct access from the Property onto Route 60. All access to
the Property shall be from the strip of land located south of the Property and shown as “Industrial

Boulevard West” on the subdivision plat entitled “Plat of Subdivision Being Parcel “B1” and “B2”

3. Noise/Dust/Odor. All uses that create noise, dust, or odor effects shall be limited to a fully
enclosed building.

4. Lighting. No light poles shall exceed twenty (20) feet in height unless otherwise approved in
writing by the Director of Planning prior to site plan approval.

5. Dumpster/HVAC. All dumpster and heating and cooling units visible from any public street
or adjoining property shall be screened from view with landscaping or fencing and approved by
the Director Planning prior to site plan approval.

6. Fencing. Any fencing proposed shall be submitted to the Director of Planning for review and
approval prior to site plan approval.

7. TIrrigation. Irrigation systems serving the Property shall not use the James City Service
Authority (“JCSA”) public water supply.

8. Water Conservation. The Owner shall be responsible for enforcing water conservation
standards for the Property agreed upon and approved by JCSA. The standards may include, but
are not limited to, such water conservation measures as limitation on the installation and use of
irrigation systems and irrigation wells, the use of approved landscaping materials including the use
of drought tolerant plants, warm season grasses, and the use of water conserving fixtures and
appliances to promote water conservation. The standards shall be approved by JCSA prior to
approval of the site plan for development of the Property.

PLANNING AND ZONING HISTORY

The subject parcels were rezoned in 1986 from the Limited
Agricultural, A-2 Zoning District to the Limited Business Zoning
District. As part of that rezoning, the applicant requested the following
permitted uses within the LB District: banks and other financial
institutions, office supply stores, secretarial and duplicating services,
business, governmental, and professional offices, doctors, dentists,
and other medical clinics or offices, contractor’s offices without the
storage of construction equipment or building materials, and off-street
parking. The other uses in the LB District consisted of mostly non-
office uses and were proffered out as part of the rezoning. The existing
building on Parcel No. 3840100029D was constructed in 1950.

SURROUNDING ZONING AND DEVELOPMENT

The subject parcels front on Strawberry Plains Road. They are located
adjacent to the Strawberry Plains Center, which has commercial
structures abutting to the west and south. This development has its
own access to Strawberry Plains Road and cannot be accessed through
these parcels. The Nelsen Williamsburg Funeral Home is located to
the north. The Midlands Townhouse development is located behind
the shopping center and the funeral home.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

This portion of Strawberry Plains Road is identified as a unique area

PUBLIC IMPACTS

The Comprehensive Plan encourages proposed developments to
mitigate their impacts, including impacts on traffic and community
character. As part of this application, the applicant has provided two
proffers that address these issues, respectively. The first proffer
guarantees that ingress and egress for these two parcels will be limited
to the one existing entrance located on-site, which will help facilitate
traffic on Strawberry Plains Road via access management. This is in
accordance with the recommendations of the Transportation section of
the Comprehensive Plan. The second proffer prohibits outdoor storage
from occurring on the property, which helps ensure community
character will not be impacted in that manner as a result.

This proposal to allow previously proffered out uses is not expected to
generate significant traffic impacts on Strawberry Plains Road.
Strawberry Plains Road is a two-lane road that is classified as a minor
arterial per the Virginia Department of Transportation. The Level of
Service for this segment of road is A-C and is not expected to be
changed as a result of this proffer amendment. This proposal includes
a proffer to limit ingress and egress to the existing entrance location,
which provides access management and prevents the impacts of
additional entrances.

Per the County’s adopted bicycle/pedestrian plan, a sidewalk is
designated along the frontage of these two parcels on Strawberry
Plains Road. This sidewalk is required to be shown on the site plan
and installed as part of the development plan process, pursuant to the
requirements of the LB Zoning District.

The subject property is located within a six-minute radius of Fire
Station 3. The proposal does not generate impacts that require
mitigation to the County’s emergency services or facilities.

The applicant has verified that he is not aware of any covenants or
restrictions on the property that prohibit the proposed use.

The proposed proffer amendment is not expected to generate
significant impacts to nearby and surrounding properties that exceed
that which is currently permitted within the zoning district. Staff finds
the proposed proffer restricting all outdoor storage on both parcels will
mitigate impacts to surrounding properties.

The continued five-year review of the County’s Comprehensive Plan, Toward 2035: Leading the Way, adopted in 2015,
was a leading major initiative of 2020. Development of the Plan has continued in coordination with on-going public
engagement efforts, and under the continued guidance of the PCWG, the CPT, and the Board of Supervisors through
numerous meetings and work sessions.

In early 2020, efforts focused on the scenario modeling process. This complex effort started with developing the draft
Scenario Narratives for two potential patterns of future growth, Existing Trend Scenario (Scenario A - Trend) and the Public
Input Scenario (Scenario B - Alternative), then constructing these Scenarios within computer models. All of this information
was then used to build a questionnaire for Round 2 of public engagement, the Exploring our Future Alternatives Assembly
event and online questionnaires, which occurred in August and September. The other questionnaire that was part of the
Exploring our Future Alternatives Assembly event sought public feedback on the Goal statements found in the 2035
Comprehensive Plan to determine current levels of support for the existing language and any possible areas for
refinement. Information from the scenario modeling effort and public engagement efforts to date were used to draft a
Preferred Scenario Framework, which included a description of the Scenario B potential implications for policy
development; key ideas in the preferred scenario map; and additional planning concepts. Information from the Goals
guestionnaire, and the other public input, was used to prepare a Plan Framework.

In the final months of 2020, the CPT met to discuss and work toward finalizing the Round 3-Deciding and Affirming
engagement approach and questionnaires on character design guidelines, the future land use map, and policies and
actions regarding the public input priorities of nature, economic development, quality of life, and affordable/workforce
housing. The information from this final Round 3 engagement effort will inform the upcoming work of the PCWG as it
further considers revisions to the chapters and GSAs in 2021.

It has been an honor to serve with my colleagues and | would like to take this opportunity to thank them and the entire
staff of the Planning Division for their hard work and dedication.

INTRODUCTION

The Maine of Williamsburg

planning-related issues such as policy and Ordinance revisions.

PLANNING COMMISSION RESPONSIBILITIES

The Board appoints members to the Commission to review cases and make recommendations
regarding land use, transportation, public facilities and utilities.

As part of the Engage 2045 Comprehensive Plan update, staff continues to work with consultants to undertake
scenario-planning and integrated land use, transportation and cumulative impact modeling efforts using GIS,
CommunityViz, a customized travel demand model, and fiscal model. These efforts will not only guide community
visioning but also land use decisions. Staff continues evaluating features within the new permitting software which
may also aid with tracking capabilities.
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PLANNING COMMISSION HIGHLIGHTS AND ACTIVITIES

DEVELOPMENT REVIEW
Development review activities consist primarily of rezonings, special use permits, site plans,

subdivisions, and conceptual plans.

Special Use Permits (SUP): The Planning Commission reviewed 12 SUP applications including six
requests for short-term rentals; expansion of an existing place of public assembly building; a
place of public assembly with a daycare; an amendment to existing SUP conditions associated
with the construction of a convenience store with gas pumps and a drive-through restaurant; an
amendment to the existing SUP conditions and proffers for Williamsburg Landing to permit four
independent living units within two new structures; and an amendment to the existing SUP for
the Norge Solar farm to extend the commencement of construction expiration date by 12
months.

Rezonings: Three rezoning applications were considered by the Commission including an
amendment to Condition No. 1 of the approved proffers for Norge Center to allow office uses on
the property so that the vacant Farm Fresh could be repurposed; a request to amend previously

approved proffers for Ford’s Colony to address traffic improvements and outstanding proffers;

and a request to amend the existing SUP conditions and proffers for Williamsburg Landing to
permit an additional four independent living units within two new structures.

Master Plan: No Master Plans or Master Plan Amendments were reviewed in 2020.

Residential Units Legislatively Approved in 2020: Four additional residential units were
approved with the SUP and proffer amendments for Williamsburg Landing.

Agricultural and Forestal Districts (AFDs): The Planning Commission reviewed two AFD additions
bringing in a total of + 241 acres.

MAIJOR INITIATIVES

ENGAGE 2045 COMPREHENSIVE PLAN UPDATE

The continued five-year review of the County’s Comprehensive Plan, Toward 2035: Leading the
Way, adopted in 2015, was a leading major initiative of 2020. The work in 2020 built upon the
work of the previous year, as activities in 2019 included scoping the update, securing consultant
services, holding the official kick-off, conducting the James City County Comprehensive Plan
Citizen Survey (UVA Center for Survey Research), beginning update activities, establishing and
beginning the work of the Community Participation Team (CPT) and Planning Commission
Working Group (PCWG), and holding Round 1 of public engagement - the Summit on the Future,
and its companion online questionnaire and survey.

In 2020, development of the Plan has continued in coordination with on-going public
engagement efforts, and under the continued guidance of the PCWG, the CPT, and the Board of
Supervisors through numerous meetings and work sessions. In early 2020, efforts focused on the
scenario modeling process. This complex effort started with developing the draft Scenario
Narratives for two potential patterns of future growth, Existing Trend Scenario (Scenario A -
Trend) and the Public Input Scenario (Scenario B - Alternative), then constructing these Scenarios
within computer models. The models were used to test the outcomes of the two Scenarios and

report the outcomes through a series of indicators (Land Use, Transportation, and Fiscal/Other).

All of this information was then used to build a questionnaire for Round 2 of public engagement,
the Exploring our Future Alternatives Assembly event and online questionnaires, which occurred
in August and September. The other questionnaire that was part of the Exploring our Future
Alternatives Assembly event sought public feedback on the Goal statements found in the 2035
Comprehensive Plan to determine current levels of support for the existing language and any
possible areas for refinement.

Information from the scenario modeling effort and public engagement efforts to date were used
to draft a Preferred Scenario Framework, which included a description of the Scenario B potential
implications for policy development; key ideas in the preferred scenario map; and additional
planning concepts. Information from the Goals questionnaire, and the other public input, was
used to prepare a Plan Framework. Together, the concepts in these Framework documents
formed a policy foundation as the PCWG began its consideration of the Plan’s chapter texts and
draft Future Land Use Map (FLUM) over the course of the fall.

In the final months of 2020, the CPT met to discuss and work toward finalizing the Round 3-
Deciding and Affirming engagement approach and questionnaires on character design guidelines,
the future land use map, and policies and actions regarding the public input priorities of nature,
economic development, quality of life, and affordable/workforce housing. The information from
this final Round 3 engagement effort will inform the upcoming work of the PCWG as it further
considers revisions to the chapters and GSAs in 2021.




Due to the on-going nature of the Plan review, the annual Goals, Strategies and Actions update
has not been prepared or included in this Annual Report, but will be prepared again starting next
year.

ORDINANCE UPDATES AND ON-GOING PROJECTS

Throughout 2020, the Planning Division and Planning Commission also worked on a variety of on-
going projects.

- Planning staff supported efforts led by other County Departments and agencies on
projects and reports including the update to Shaping our Shores and the Lower
Chickahominy Project.

- Throughout the year, Community Development staff continued to make
improvements and add functionality to EnerGov’s Land Development and Asset
Management Software, known as JCC PermitLink, continuing in the effort to create a
better customer experience and to enhance communications between divisions for
development applications. In addition to improvements to the PermitLink system staff
also started work on a new 311 system.

TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENTS

Staff aggressively pursued new funding and worked toward construction of several
transportation improvements identified in the Comprehensive Plan adopted in 2015, Toward
2035: Leading the Way, including:

Progress on the construction (CN) phase for the widening of 1-64, Segment 3.

Progress on the right-of-way (RW) and CN phases for the Longhill Road widening project
between Route 199 and Olde Towne Road.

Progress on the RW and construction phases for the Olde Towne Road/Longhill Road turn
lane and intersection improvements project.

Completion of the Centerville Road/News Road intersection improvement project.

Start of the PE and RW phases for the Skiffes Creek Connector project. Construction is
expected to begin in spring 2021.

Completion of the preliminary engineering (PE) phase for the Croaker Road widening
project.

Additional funding was secured for the Pocahontas Trail multi-modal improvements
project and the PE phase continued. A SmartScale application was prepared and

submitted. If approved, several segments of the project will be fully funded.




Progress on PE and start of the RW phase for the Safe Routes to Schools improvements
project at Clara Byrd Baker Elementary School and Five Forks.

Progress on PE phase for the roadway and stormwater improvements on Richmond Road

in Toano and along various roadways in Grove.

A SmartScale application was prepared and submitted for the Airport Road/Richmond
Road/Mooretown Road intersection. If approved, significant improvements will be made
to mitigate congestion and currently failing levels of service.

Staff worked with the HRTPO and secured letters of support from our Federal legislative
delegation to apply for an INFRA grant to fund the proposed widening of I-64, Segment 4.

INTRODUCTION

The James City County’s Board of Zoning Appeals (BZA) is a five-member, quasi-judicial body appointed
by the local circuit court to serve five-year terms. Any community adopting a Zoning Ordinance must also
establish an appeals board for review of circumstances where landowners may be unjustly burdened by
the Zoning Ordinance. The Board conducts public hearings to consider requests for variances to the
County’s Zoning Ordinance, as well as appeals of decisions made by the Zoning Administrator.

The definition of variance reads:

Variance means, in the application of a zoning ordinance, a reasonable deviation from those
provisions regulating the shape, size, or area of a lot or parcel of land, or the size, height, area,
bulk, or location of a building or structure when the strict application of the ordinance would
unreasonably restrict the utilization of the property, and such need for a variance would not be
shared generally by other properties, and provided such variance is not contrary to the purpose of
the ordinance. It shall not include a change in use, which change shall be accomplished by a
rezoning or by a conditional zoning.

The Board must find that the strict application of the Zoning Ordinance would unreasonably restrict the
utilization of the property. Any decision made by the Board may be appealed to the James City County
Circuit Court within 30 days.

State Code language places the burden of proof on the applicant with these five standards as the criteria:

Notwithstanding any other provision of law, general or special, a variance shall be granted if the
evidence shows that the strict application of the terms of the ordinance would unreasonably
restrict the utilization of the property or that the granting of a variance would alleviate a hardship
due to a physical condition relating to the property or improvements thereon at the time of the
effective date of the ordinance, and




the property interest for which the variance is being requested was acquired in good faith
and any hardship was not created by the applicant for the variance;

the granting of the variance will not be of substantial detriment to adjacent property and
nearby properties in the proximity of that geographical area;

the condition or situation of the property concerned is not of so general or recurring a nature
as to make reasonably practicable the formulation of a general regulation to be adopted as
an amendment to the ordinance;

the granting of the variance does not result in a use that is not otherwise permitted on such
property or a change in the zoning classification of the property; and

the relief or remedy sought by the variance application is not available through a special
exception process that is authorized in the ordinance pursuant to subdivision 6 of § 15.2-2309
or the process for modification of a zoning ordinance pursuant to subdivision A4 of § 15.2-
2286 at the time of the filing of the variance application.

MEETINGS

The James City County BZA is scheduled to meet the first Thursday of every
month at 5 p.m. in Building F at the James City County Government Complex.
The BZA met three times in 2020.

VARIANCES/APPEALS

Four applications for variances were considered in 2020. One was for administrative variances and three
applications went before the BZA. The synopses of the applications are as follows:

BZA-19-0008, 116 Fairmount Drive - This was an application for a variance to Section 24-238(b),
Yard requirements, to reduce the required 35-foot rear yard setback to 22 feet to allow for the
construction of a screened-in porch. The BZA found that the request was a reasonable
modification on behalf of a person with a disability which would provide safety and enjoyment of
the property. The BZA approved the application on February 6, 2020.

BZA-19-0009, 100 Paddock Lane - This was an application for a variance to Section 24-238(a),
Yard requirements, to reduce the required minimum yard setback from 15 feet to two feet for the
construction of an addition for an attached accessory apartment to the existing residence. The
BZA found that the request was a reasonable modification on behalf of a person with a disability
which will provide safety and enjoyment of the property. The BZA approved the application on
February 6, 2020.

BZA-20-0006, 2641 Sir Thomas Way - This was an application for an administrative variance to
Section 24-256, Setback requirements, to reduce the front yard setback from 25 feet to 23.8 feet
to allow for the continued placement of the existing covered porch with no further encroachment.
This application was approved by the Zoning Administrator on June 29, 2020.

BZA-20-0013, 4595 Ware Creek Road - This was an application for a variance to Section 24-216(b),
Minimum lot width and frontage, to reduce the required lot width of 200 feet at the setback line
to 185 feet to allow for the construction of a single family dwelling to be located further outside




of the Resource Protection Area. The BZA found the request reasonable to keep the proposed
dwelling out of the Resource Protection Area. The BZA approved the application on November 5,
2020.

OTHER MATTERS

At the September 3, 2020 meeting, the BZA discussed that the decision to uphold the Zoning
Administrator’s Determination of Case No. BZA-19-0003, 6283 Centerville Road was appealed to the
Williamsburg-James City County Circuit Court by representatives of the applicant. The BZA appointed the
County Attorney’s Office to represent the BZA in Civil Case No.: CL-19001010-00 in the Williamsburg-
James City County Circuit Court.

» Comprehensive Plan Update

In February, the Community Participation Team (CPT) met to discuss ongoing
activities held during the Round 3 Deciding and Affirming Community Chats and
Questionnaires. The Planning Team shared updates and reviewed advertising and
outreach resources to maximize public engagement efforts through the remainder of
the campaign.

A final Community Chat was held on February 4, and recordings of Chats were made
available online. The Policies and Actions Questionnaire, Character Design
Guidelines Questionnaire, and Future Land Use Map Questionnaire were made
available online at https://jamescitycountyva.gov/3809 or by paper copy available
throughout the community: James City County Library and Bookmobile, Abram
Frink Community Center, James City County Recreation Center, Satellite Services
Building, Grove Christian Outreach Center, Human Services Building and Olde
Towne Medical & Dental Center, and the Government Center (Buildings A, B and
F) at 101 Mounts Bay Road through February 21.

In February, the Planning Commission Working Group met to continue to review the
technical reports and associated materials for the Comprehensive Plan chapters,
including Housing, Transportation, Community Character, and Land Use.



» Neighborhood Development

The Community Development division is once again partnering with the Housing
Unit in Social Services to acquire funding to rebuild 5 or 6 occupied dilapidated
structures. Public Hearings will be held on February 25, 2021 and March 4, 2021 in
preparation for submission of a Community Development Block Grant.

Staff from both divisions are currently administering a $1.2 million Scattered Site
CDBG program. That program is rehabilitating 14 low- to moderate-income occupied
structures. While managing this program staff realized that often the structures are so
dilapidated that it is more efficient and less expensive to rebuild the structure versus
rehabilitating it. Staff is spending a large amount of time and effort in the field
conducting inspections and intake for the application. The deadline to submit the
grant is April 1% If funded, the Virginia Department of Housing and Community
Development will notify the County of the award later this year, usually around June
or July.
